
When and where is Tiny Tots held? 
Tiny Tots is held on the same days as Junior 
training, on the beach at Seacliff.   Tiny Tots 
sessions run at the same time as  Junior training. 
 
What is the cost? 
Tiny Tots membership is $100, which includes one 
non-bronze holder parent.   Additional children are 
$75 each.    Family membership is also available 
for $220 per year. 
 
Seacliff is a SunSmart club and requires all its 
Juniors and Tiny Tots to wear a wide brimmed hat 
and a long sleeved shirt or rashtop whilst 
participating in activities.   Tiny Tots are provided 
with brimmed hat as part of their initial 
membership and other club clothing is available 
for purchase on the beach at training.

☺ learn about the beach environment and 
ecology. 

 

  

 
 
Are there any restrictions? 

☺ although a coordinator will organise the 
activities, each child must be supervised by a 
parent/guardian (18yrs+) at all times. 

☺ The supervising parent/guardian must be a 
member of the Seacliff Surf Lifesaving Club. 

☺ The Tiny Tot must have a sibling who is a 
registered Junior member of the Seacliff 
Surf Lifesaving Club, or another relative who 
is actively involved in the club.
